Brief Explanation:
This is a Morning Prayer called “karadarshana”. One begins the day with this prayer. ‘kara” means the palm of the hand and it stands for the five karmendriyas, or the organs of action. While looking at the palm, one invokes the Lord in the form of various deities, thus sanctifying all the actions that will be done during the day. By acknowledging the Lord as the giver of the capacity to perform actions and as the giver of the fruits of those actions, one sanctifies the actions. Thus, one prays in the morning to reinforce the attitude that all actions are performed as a service to the Lord.

Ekata mantra (Unity Hymn)

Our Hindu Dharma consists of several branches. Though different Hindu branches focus on different principles, our ancient scriptures, the Vedas and Upanishadas, are the basis for all of them. This shloka was introduced to strengthen the essential bond thread of unity and harmony among our various faiths and branches.
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Meaning of the Mantra

(The One God was addressed by sages with different names. This mantra conveys the message that God is one, but the names and forms are many.)
To whom the Vaidikas and the ancient seers call Indra, Yama and Matarishwaa, and the Vedantins indicate that inexplicable one by the word Brahma.
To which almighty the Shaivaites call Shiva and the Vaishnavaites praise as Vishnu. To Whom, the Bauddhas call Buddha, The Jainas call Arhan, and the Sikhs call Sat-Shri-Akal.
Some call that almighty as Shaasta, some others as Kumaar or Swaami, Maata or Pitaa through devotion and prayer. That Lord of the Universe is only one absolute without a second.

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What is Hindu Dharma?

As Hindu children growing up in America, we all experience now and then that our parents ask us to do certain things and avoid other things. Daddy says, “Beta, Raju is your friend. You should not be rude to him!” Mom says, “Dear, they are older than you; you should respect them!” Sometimes we feel, “Oh! My mom and dad are just crazy!” But actually, they are only trying to teach us what is right and what is wrong. They want us to do the right thing, in thought, words and deed so that we will become good and strong as we grow. As parents, they are doing their duty by teaching us good values and behaviors
In other words, our parents teach us a code of conduct that is acceptable to everyone and will help keep our society strong. This code of conduct is Hindu Dharma. Now, you may wrongly think, “Ok! That’s all Hindu Dharma is about…a code of conduct!” But actually, this is just one of the many aspects of Hindu Dharma. Hindu Dharma is so huge and ancient with many thoughts and aspects. Let us try to explore some of these thoughts.
Hindu Dharma is a Sanatana Dharma or Vedic Dharma.
The foundation of the Hindu Dharma is based on the ancient scriptures, the Vedas. The Vedas describe the basic principles of the life, such as ‘nonviolence’, ‘truth’, ‘non-stealing’, ‘cleanliness’ and ‘control of the senses’. These beliefs are relevant for everyone, everywhere. Thus as long as life exists, Hindu Dharma will exist. That is why it is a Sanatana (eternal) or Vedic Dharma.
Hindu Dharma is a compilation of various thoughts.
Unlike other religions, Hindu Dharma did not originate from a single person, a single book or at a single point in time. However, it is evolved by various sages (scholars) who added more value in it from time to time. Consider Hindu Dharma as a huge tree, with its roots representing the Vedas and the Upanishads, the thick trunk symbolizing the spiritual experiences of numerous scholars, and its branches representing various traditions.
Hindu Dharma is righteousness or duty.
It says to do your duty without getting caught up in your emotions and without expecting anything in return. Our scripture, the Bhagavad Geeta, says - Do your duty and expect nothing in return.
Hindu Dharma is something that holds together.
‘Dharma’ is a Samskrit word. It means “to hold together”. Anything that keeps the society or entire human being together is a Dharma. Good qualities do not make conflict. One should acquire good qualities so that he/she will be likeable to everyone.

Hindu Dharma is a Vishwa (universal) Dharma.
Our Dharma is truly universal because it is based on basic principles which are applicable not only to Hindus but to the whole world. When a Hindu prays, he does not pray for himself, his family, his community or Hindu society. Instead he prays for the welfare of everyone. Hindu Dharma is not a closed book. Keeping the basic principles intact, it accepts new changes according to the need of the time. Hindu Dharma gives freedom of thoughts. Anybody can practice anything as long as it is not harmful. Our dharma has the power to assimilate all faiths and beliefs that exist in the world, and thus end religious intolerance and violence.
As we learn more about Hindu Dharma, we will feel confident and proud that we follow this great way of life. Since ages, our forefathers have retained this treasure. Now it is our turn to do this job.

He worshipped this clay image and took it to be his Guru (teacher). He practiced with bow and arrows relentlessly and gradually became very good in the art of archery. All this time he never forgot to tend to his clay Guru.

One day, Eklavya heard a dog barking loudly. Since the dog was distracting him, he took up his bow and shot five arrows into its mouth. He shot the arrows in such a way that the dog, though unhurt, could no longer close its mouth. It ran whimpering to Dronacharya's gurukula. 

The princes and Drona saw the dog and wondered who had shot the arrows so skillfully. After finding out that it was Eklavya, who said that he was Dronacharya's student, Arjun was upset. He reminded Dronacharya of his promise that he would be the world's best archer. How could Dronacharya have taken up a tribal boy as his student and make him a better archer? 

Drona went to Eklavya with all his students, where he saw the boy practicing in front of his clay image, which had fresh flowers around it. Eklavya ran to him and fell at his feet saying, "Guruji, thanks for coming here, after so many years of learning from your image, I have the good fortune of seeing you."

With his heart full of admiration for the young boy, Dronacharya said, "My boy, you have successfully completed your education. Now it is time for my Guru Dakshina. Will you give me whatever I ask of you?" Eklavya happily replied in the affirmative. Drona then said, "Eklavya, you made me your Guru even though I rejected you. This story is a very important part of the Mahabharatha. It depicts the eagerness of a student to learn from his chosen Guru, without caring what the consequences may be. It shows the students loyalty to his chosen Guru, who had refused to accept him. This story also shows how a person, however poor he may be by birth can aspire for things seemingly beyond his reach. 

What is Balagokulam?

We, as Hindu kids in America, grow up in two different cultures: one at home and a totally different culture outside of home. And as we grow, we have to balance the two cultures, which is a challenging task. While we have to assimilate ourselves in American culture, we also have to follow our (Hindu) culture at home. Several questions arise in our mind about our culture – “Why do we have so many Gods? Why does Ganesha have a head of an elephant? What is reincarnation? And so on ….” Due to a lack of knowledge about our rich culture, we sometime feel inferior and hide our identity. All of this culminates in the final question “Can I be a Hindu and yet be an American?”
 Balagokulam is a place where you can get answers to these questions. Balagokulam is a forum started by Hindu Swayamsevak Sangh (HSS) for Hindu kids. HSS is a socio-cultural organization of Hindu volunteers who work towards organizing the Hindu society in America.
In simple words, Balagokulam is a weekly gathering of Hindu kids that enables them to appreciate their cultural roots and learn Hindu values (samskaras) in an enjoyable manner. One might ask, “We are already going to school for an education. Why do we need Balagokulam?” We live in a great country that has a lot to offer in education, careers, and recreation. However, it does not give the spiritual and cultural education and guidance that Hindu Dharma encompasses. That is why it is necessary for all Hindu kids to participate in Balagokulam or other cultural activities. 
Then, you might ask, “Our parents are here to teach our culture. Why should we go to Balagokulam?” It is true that parents are the first ones who give us first lesson of the life. It is also true that parents give us valuable information about our culture. But there are certain things for which even parents also can not give convincing answers. Everyone has limitations and one has to look out to others for further learning. For example, your history teacher can not teach science. You need to go to the science teacher. In Balagokulam, we get a suitable atmosphere and friends of the same age, which make learning easy and enjoyable. And while we see ourselves a part of a big group with the same cultural background, we naturally develop confidence. Moreover, we also get a chance to make friends and exchange our views and doubts with them. By coming together, we can learn from each other and preserve our Hindu culture.
